Werrington Parish Council is writing to urgently request the installation of a pedestrian crossing on Cellar Head Road, directly outside Moorside High School, to ensure the safety of students accessing the school site.
Moorside High School has approximately 700–800 students, many of whom are currently unable to cross Cellar Head Road safely. The crossing is required for children before and after school to be able to reach the bus stop on the opposite side of the school in order to travel back towards Abbey Hulton, Bucknall, and surrounding areas. There is also very limited pavement space near the bus stop, and if you drive past at school leaving time, you will regularly see large numbers of students standing in the road. This situation is extremely dangerous, particularly as at least 60% of students travel into the school from outside the immediate area.
As a result of these safety concerns, a significant number of parents feel compelled to drive their children to school, increasing traffic congestion in the area and further elevating the risk to those students who do walk. The provision of a safe, designated crossing would encourage more families to allow their children to walk or use public transport safely, reducing traffic levels and improving overall safety.
We would also note that other newly developed high schools in the area, such as Florence MacWilliams Academy in Meir, had pedestrian crossings installed as a priority during development. We believe Moorside High School warrants the same consideration.
We respectfully ask that this request be treated as a matter of urgency, as the current situation presents a clear and ongoing risk to student safety. Proactive action now could help prevent a serious incident in the future.
